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6. From OLD to NEW

Isaiah 43:18 “Do not remember the former things, Nor consider the things
of old. 19 Behold, | will do a new thing, Now it shall spring forth; Shall
you not know it? | will even make a road in the wilderness And rivers in
the desert.”

Luke 5:36 Then He spoke a parable to them: “No one puts a piece from a
new garment on an old one; otherwise the new makes a tear, and also the
piece that was taken out of the new does not match the old. 37 And no
one puts new wine into old wineskins; or else the new wine will burst the
wineskins and be spilled, and the wineskins will be ruined. 38 But new
wine must be put into new wineskins, and both are preserved. 39 And no
one, having drunk old wine, immediately desires new; for he says, ‘The old
is better.”

Philippians 3:13 Brethren, | do not count myself to have apprehended; but
one thing | do, forgetting those things which are behind and reaching
forward to those things which are ahead.

For meditation: Our God is always doing NEW things, and when He does
that, He always invites His children to see and experience the new things
He does. But we must always remember that we will not be able to
embrace the NEW things of God until we step out of the OLD.

The Israelites wouldn’t be able to step into their NEW promised land
without leaving their OLD Egypt. The disciples wouldn’t be able to step
into their NEW calling to walk with Jesus if they didn’t leave their OLD
occupations.

To enter the NEW, we must be ready to leave the OLD entirely because
the NEW and the OLD cannot mix.
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What are some of the OLD things that we must be willing to eliminate to
enter and receive the NEW things of the Lord according to the teachings
of Jesus and the apostles?

1.

Old Paradigms: Any old paradigm rooted in pride, tradition, worldliness,
or unbelief will become a stronghold that prevent us from fully entering
and receiving God’s fresh revelation. (John 3:3-5, Matthew 19:23-24,
Hebrews 3:12-13, 19)

Old Fruitless Religious Practices: The Pharisees were often condemned
by Jesus for their man-made religious activities passed down from generation
to generation, which blocked them from seeing the new things that Jesus
did. (Matthew 23:1-28, Mark 7:6-9)

Old Pattern of Sins: The Bible encourages believers to put to death their
OLD way of living, their sinful habits and desires, and embrace a new
life in Christ. (Colossians 3:5-10, Romans 6:6-7, Galatians 2:20, Ephesians
4:22-24, 2 Corinthians 5:17)

. Past Successes: We must be willing to let go of our past experiences

and victories to see the NEW things God wants to do. (Isaiah 43:18-19,
Philippians 3:13)

As we turn to the Lord during this time of fasting and prayer, He will
transform us from the OLD WINESKIN to become NEW so we can receive
the NEW WINE of the Lord!

Prayer Pointers

1.

Ask the Holy Spirit to give you the Spirit of wisdom, revelation, and
understanding to see what NEW things God wants to do in your life.
(Ephesians 1:17-20)

. Pray for the renewal of your heart, mind, and spirit in areas where you

are still affected by OLD paradigms, practices, patterns, or past successes.
(Ezekiel 11:19, 36:26-27, Romans 12:1-2)

. Intercede for the church and church leaders to always receive fresh

revelation from the Lord, to be ready to move into the NEW, and NOT
only depend on OLD paradigms and patterns.

. Receive the NEW WINE of the Holy Spirit as the Lord transforms us to

become NEW WINESKINS during this time of fasting and prayer.
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
