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Blessed are All Those Who Wait for the Lord

A. Introduction
Isaiah 30:1 Woe to the rebellious children,” says the LORD, who take
counsel, but not of Me, and who devise plans, but not of My Spirit, that
they may add sin to sin; 2 who walk to go down to Egypt, and have not
asked My advice, to strengthen themselves in the strength of Pharaoh,
and to trust in the shadow of Egypt! 3 Therefore the strength of Pharaoh
shall be your shame, and trust in the shadow of Egypt shall be your
humiliation.

* Assyria had conquered every kingdom. Judah did not turn to God, but
turned to Egypt for strength to resist Assyria. Judah added sin upon sin
by placing hope in man, in the things of the world, instead of trusting
in God. In the end, Egypt was of no help at all (Isaiah 30:4-7).

B. Just like the people of Judah in that era

Isaiah 30:9 For they are a rebellious people, lying children, children unwilling

to hear the instruction of the LORD; 10 who say to the seers, Do not see,”

and to the prophets, Do not prophesy to us what is right; speak to us

smooth things, prophesy illusions, 11 leave the way, turn aside from the

path, let us hear no more about the Holy One of Israel.” 12 Therefore thus

says the Holy One of Israel, Because you despise this word and trust in

oppression and perverseness and rely on them, ...”

* Rebellious and full of lies (v9), self-indulgent (v10), unteachable / unreceptive
to correction (v11), and refusing to depend on God, and trusting in
other things (v12).

Consequences for their action

Isaiah 30:13 therefore this iniquity shall be to you like a breach in a high
wall, bulging out and about to collapse, whose breaking comes suddenly,
in an instant; 14 and its breaking is like that of a potter's vesselthat is
smashed so ruthlessly that among its fragments not a shard is found with
which to take fire from the hearth, or to dip up water out of the cistern.”
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* Judah would be destroyed if they remained under the spirit of this
world.

C. The turning point that leads to a change
Isaiah 30:15 For thus said the LORD God, ..., In returning and rest you
shall be saved; in quietness and in trust shall be your strength.” But you
were unwilling, 16 and you said, No! We will flee upon horses”; therefore
you shall flee away; and, We will ride upon swift steeds”; therefore your
pursuers shall be swift. 17 A thousand shall flee at the threat of one; at
the threat of five you shall flee, till you are left like a flagstaff on the top
of a mountain, like a signal on a hill.
* Four elements to give up: 1) your own will, 2) your own activity,
3) your own thought, and 4) your own self — to experience salvation
and strength.
* |If we are unwilling to, the consequences will follow (vw16-17)

WAIT for Him

Isaiah 30:18 Therefore the LORD waits to be gracious to you, and therefore
He exalts Himselfto show mercy to you. For the LORD is a God of justice; blessed
are all those who wait [chakah] for Him.

Four components of WAITING on the Lord

1. Returning / Repentance (giving up your own will):
“shubah” (Hebrew, noun) summarises the spiritual act of "coming
back”. It is the decisive withdrawal from self-reliance that brings our
hearts back to Yahweh.

2. Rest (giving up your own activity):
“nachath” (Hebrew, noun) meaning quietness, rest. To stop holding
on to your own activities (these come from your own intentions &
plans) and receive God's activities. To focus, be still, listen, and follow
what God says. Rest is a gift from God, whether it is physical comfort,
emotional peace, or spiritual stability. "Come to me... and | will give
you rest" (Matthew 11:28)
Hebrews 4:11 Let us therefore be diligent to enter that rest, lest anyone
fall according to the same example of disobedience.

3. Quietness (giving up your own thought):
“shaqat” (Hebrew, verb) meaning being quiet, undisturbed, at rest,
comfortable, or calm. It calls for contemplative stillness —the way we
see things, what we want to say, or our feelings about things — simply
by being quiet and still.
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Zephaniah 1:7 Be silent in the presence of the Lord God; For the day
of the Lord is at hand, For the Lord has prepared a sacrifice; He has
invited His guests.

Psalm 46:10 Be still, and know that | am God; | will be exalted among
the nations, | will be exalted in the earth!

* God invites you a still your mind, cease from striving, accept His
sovereignty, and find security in His glorious splendour among
the nations.

4. Trust (giving up your own self): “bitchah” (Hebrew, noun) meaning
security, confidence, trust. It is confidence in God's covenant-
keeping character. Acting on this produces inner security and
outward obedience, through any crisis. It is to completely surrender
yourself to God and trust Him in everything — "Lord, | commit my
entire self to You in trust.” Abraham when he offered up Isaac
exhibited such TRUST in the LORD.

WAIT on Him —The bridge from works of the flesh to works of the Spirit
Isaiah 64:4 From of old no one has heard or perceived by the ear, no eye
has seen a God besides You, who acts for those who wait [chakah] for
Him.

* Chakah (Hebrew, verb): To remain, tarry, linger until the awaited moment
or person arrives. It is waiting with restraint, often when no alternative
movement is possible without giving up obedience. It is linked to the
certainty of prophetic fulfiiment (Daniel 12:12; Habakkuk 2:3).

1 Corinthians 2:9 But, as it is written, What no eye has seen, nor ear
heard, nor the heart of man imagined, what God has prepared for those
who love Him”— 10 these things God has revealed to us through the
Spirit. For the Spirit searches everything, even the depths of God. ...
12 Now we have received not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is
from God, that we might understand the things freely given us by God.

WAIT on Him for new strength

Isaiah 40:31 but they who wait [qavah] for the LORD shall renew their

strength; they shall mount up with wings like eagles; they shall run and

not be weary; they shall walk and not faint.

* Qavah (Hebrew, verb): calls the people of God to place confident expectation
in the Lord who has proven Himself faithful from creation’s dawn to
the unfolding of eternity.
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WAIT on Him: Be released into abundant blessings (I/saiah 30:19-26)

1. God answers our prayers, and we will weep no more. (v19)

2. God will be our teacher, teaching and revealing to us the way we
should go. (vv20-21)

3. We will forsake our idols and have victory over the bondage of sin. (v22)

4. God provides wealth and prosperity. (vv23-25)

5. We will live in God's glory, like a light that is seven times brighter. (v26a)

6. He heals both our wounds and the wounds of our nation. (v26b)

Key pointers to reflect on, ponder and prophetically act upon!

1. Reflect on what/who your confidence and trust is in — in things of
this world, in success, in a person(s)? Judah looked at her potential
destruction at the hands of Assyria and chose to turn to Egypt. God
warned, Egypt would become your shame and humiliation. “Turn to
Me, seek My advice and counsel,” says the LORD.

2. Guard against rebellion, lying, self-indulgence, stubbornness, and
refusal to trust in God. God warns us of the consequences of sin —the
destruction would be huge and complete. Do not add sin to sin. Only
God can uphold and sustain us, we must trust in His Word.

3. The turnaround comes when we WAIT on the LORD. God is the BRIDGE
— His Spirit must be in control, and His blessings are released as we
WAIT on Him. Wait on Him for new strength.

Prayer Guide

1. Pray, “Lord, my confidence & trust isin You. You hold all things in Your
hands. You know the end from the beginning. | put my trust in You.”
Share how the Lord directed you & praise Him.

2. Declare, “God, You are Lord of my life, family & nation. Guard us &
our nation from all evil for great would be our destruction when we
reject You.” Pray for God’s favour upon your nation.

3. Pray, “God, STILL our heart to WAIT on You. Bridge our spirit by Your
Spirit, turn us around to You. Turn nations around to You. Release Your
blessings upon all who turn around to You.”
