Three areas of focus for this season of Fast & Pray

A. RETURN: Thursday 4 September — Wednesday 10 September 2025
B. RENEW: Thursday 11 September — Wednesday 17 September 2025
C. REPOSITION: Thursday 18 September — Wednesday 24 September 2025

A. RETURN
Daniel 11:32b but the people who know [yada] their God shall be strong,
and carry out great exploits.
e vyada (Hebrew, verb): To know, to perceive, to understand,
to acknowledge

e The verb’s range stretches from simple awareness to the deepest
covenant intimacy.

1. Call to know the LORD

ESV Hosea 6:3 Oh, that we might know [yada] the LORD! Let us press on
to know [yada] Him. He will respond to us as surely as the arrival of dawn or
the coming of rains in early spring.

a) Experiential and relational knowledge

Biblical “knowing”: From intellect to experience. Moses pleads, “Please let
me know Your ways, that | may know You” (Exodus 33:13). David exults,
“Taste and see that the LORD is good” (Psalm 34:8). In such texts, “yada”
binds head and heart, inviting personal encounter with the living God.

b) Covenantal knowledge and election

To “know” also means to choose in covenant love. “For | have chosen him”
(Genesis 18:19) reads as, “I have known him.” “You only have | known of
all the families of the earth” (Amos 3:2). God selected us which means
both privilege & responsibility. True entrance into God’s Kingdom requires
doing His will (Matthew 7:21) stemming from a true relationship with
Him, not just outward actions or spiritual gifts.
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c) Knowledge and worship

“Be still and know that | am God” (Psalm 46:10). “And those who know
Your name will put their trust in You” (Psalm 9:10). Knowledge here
evokes awe, confidence, and praise. The Levitical blessing, temple liturgy,
and Psalms continually reinforce that worship grows from knowing who
God is.

d) Prophetic calls to know the LORD

A hallmark of prophetic preaching is the refrain, “And you will know that
I am the LORD"” (Ezekiel 6:7; 36:23). Judgments & restorations both serve
this purpose. Hosea laments, “My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge”
(Hosea 4:6), indicting both priests & people. Jesus said, “I never knew you.”
(Matt 7:22-23) The remedy: Repentance leading to renewed knowledge
& experience of the LORD (Hosea 6:3).

e) Knowledge and accountability

Greater knowledge intensifies responsibility. Israel’s special revelation
means stricter discipline (Amos 3:2). Leaders who suppress truth incur
judgment (1 Samuel 2:12 Now the sons of Eli were corrupt; they did not
know the LORD.) Conversely, ignorance sometimes mitigates guilt (Genesis
20:6-7) yet it never excuses hardened unbelief (Psalm 95:10; Romans
1:18-20).

Romans 1:18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all
ungodliness and unrighteousness of men, who suppress [katechd] the
truth in unrighteousness, 19 because what may be known [gndstos] of
God is manifest in them, for God has shown [phanerod] it to them. 20 For
since the creation of the world His invisible attributes are clearly seen

[kathorad], being understood by the things that are made, even His

eternal power and Godhead, so that they are without excuse,

* kathorad (Greek, verb): beholding with full mental grasp — not only what
the eye registers but also what the mind and conscience acknowledge
as true.

* The verb appears once in the Greek New Testament, Romans 1:20 where
Paul affirms that through creation, God’s invisible attributes “have been
clearly seen”, leaving every person morally accountable before Him.
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2. Call to seek His face

a) Return to your first love

Revelation 2:4 Nevertheless | have this against you, that you have left

your first love. 5 Remember therefore from where you have fallen; repent

and do the first works, or else | will come to you quickly and remove your
lampstand from its place—unless you repent.

* Your initial passionate love for Christ when you first knew Him has
cooled - that deep, personal, & fervent love for Christ that should be
above ALL else. God wants a heart-level relationship with you and then
for your love to extend to others.

* You have grown LUKEWARM in your spiritual affection — lost spiritual
fervour & intimacy, in a state of declension despite doing good works,
going against errors... BUT your PRIORITIES are misplaced.

e ACT NOW - REPENT & DO the works you did at the beginning.
REKINDLE your FIRST LOVE.

* OVERCOME & you will EAT from the tree of life (Revelation 2:7).

Be reconciled to God

Isaiah 53:11b By His knowledge My righteous Servant shall justify many,

for He shall bear their iniquities.

Jeremiah 31:34 No more shall every man teach his neighbor, and every

man his brother, saying, ‘Know [yada] the LORD, ‘for they all shall know

[yada] Me, from the least of them to the greatest of them, says the LORD.

For I will forgive their iniquity, and their sin | will remember no more.”

* This New Covenant promise—“they will all know Me” —finds fulfilment in
Christ. Jesus imparts life-transforming knowledge, reconciling sinners to
God.

b) The consummation of God’s redemptive plan

Jeremiah 23:3 “But I will gather the remnant of My flock out of all countries

where | have driven them, and bring them back to their folds; and they

shall be fruitful and increase. 4 | will set up shepherds over them who

will feed them; and they shall fear no more, nor be dismayed, nor shall

they be lacking,” says the LORD.

* Instead of shepherds who destroy and scatter the sheep (Jeremiah
23:1-2), you will have shepherds teaching sound doctrine so that you
will know God experientially.

Isaiah 11:9 ...For the earth shall be full of the knowledge of the LORD as
the waters cover the sea.
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* This is what the prophets envision — that the earth will be filled with
an awareness of the glory of the Lord (also Habakkuk 2:14) — This
universal, experiential knowledge of God eradicates ignorance and
rebellion forever.

To KNOW the LORD, where every believer is called to an ever-deepening
encounter with the God who knows, chooses, reveals, and redeems.

Prayer Pointers

1. Ask the Holy Spirit to teach you to fast with joy & to anticipate what
the LORD will reveal to you as you purposefully set aside a time to
pray & seek His face. Go into your “closet” so you would not be
distracted as you seek Him. Let the Spirit bring conviction & cleansing
of sins (Psalm 24:3-6).

2. Maeditate & pray through each point: Thu 1a), Fri 1b), Sat 1c), Sun 1d),
Mon 1e), Tue 2a), & Wed 2b).
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
